Dear St. Philip the Apostle parishioners, |
I’m including this letter in the bulletin just to make you aware of letters that have been sent to

some families who are registered that we have not seen in Church or who have not been donors

to the parish for the past three years.

Tithing is an important part of not only our monthly overhead costs, but also our savings for the

future needs of the parish yet to come. I want to make you aware of this letter just in case this

has gone out to one of your relatives or friends, you’ll understand why I am trying to get an

accurate family count for the parish.

The letter reads as follows:

“Fach one must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or
under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.” 2 Corinthians 9:7

As pastor of Our Lady Queen of Heaven, St. Lawrence, and St. Philip the Apostle, one of
my responsibilities is to ensure our records are up to date with the diocese concerning registered
and active parishioners. The diocese relies on each parish to maintain these records as they
impact financial responsibility from each parish in support of the diocese per our annual diocesan
appeal, taxes accessed quarterly to the parish, and charges for materials sent out each quarter. I
have begun this process to ensure our count of 198 families is accurate.

In determining active families, I am looking at reports from the last three years to see if
envelopes have been delivered and/or weekly donations were made. As we rely on our
parishioners for financial support, we also understand that prayers are just as powerful, as is
volunteering in our various ministries, so to be a member does not require financial support.
What is asked of each parishioner is active involvement, of some sort, here at St. Philips, i.e.
attending Mass weekly, involvement in the Parish Community of Catholic Women, the Grotto,
the annual picnic, or involvement in any of our ministries.

You are receiving this letter because our records indicate your family has not tithed nor
been actively involved. Therefore, your status will be changed to “inactive/non-registered” in
our parish record effective November 15, 2025.

[ understand life situations change, and they are different for every family. My goal is to
serve our Catholic community and all of our parishioners, but I also know not everyone has
continued to practice our faith. If anything listed above is not the case, please contact me in the
office so I can be made aware of special circumstances, I would be more than excited to help in
any way [ can.

May God continue to bless each of you, and know that St. Philips is always here for you
should you need us.
