About Wisconsin’s Safe Haven Law

What a Baby Box Provides

A Safe Haven Baby Box is a secure,
temperature-controlled, ventilated,
alarm-equipped device that allows a
parent to safely and anonymously
surrender a newborn. Staff are notified
immediately so the infant receives instant
care and protection.

Installing a baby box in Wisconsin Rapids
helps to inform and educate about safe
haven laws, creates a compassionate
alternative for parents in crisis, prevents
unsafe abandonments, and promotes the
well-being of both child and parent.

Wisconsin's Safe Haven Law (Statute 48.195), enacted in 2001 and expanded through Wisconsin
Act 79 (2023), allows a parent to anonymously and safely relinquish an unharmed newborn under
72 hours old to designated professionals or via approved infant safety devices.

Since the law’s inception, 386 infants have been safely relinquished as of 2023, with annual
numbers increasing from 12 in 2015 to 27 in 2023. If you want to learn more, please visit Safe
